Action Items:
After a complete presentation on existing properties for purchase, land locations & build possibilities and lease options by the task force, it was voted to authorize NNEREN’s® CEO to execute and deliver a Letter of Intent to lease office space at 45 Constitution Drive, Concord, NH, as well as negotiate, finalize and sign a 5-year lease for the space.
NNEREN® News:
NNEREN’s updated public website, NNEREN.com, was released on February 28th.  Users now have the ability to fix the map location of their listed properties and are encouraged to do so.  A few enhancements on the Home Page Quick Search and the members “My Listings” have been made since the new site went live.  The new NNEREN.com site is also mobile-optimized and searchable. 
SAFEMLS Update – To date, Clareity’s Security system has surfaced 650 InnoVia accounts which are being shared.  The remediation process is underway.  NNEREN users are reminded not to share their InnoVia login credentials with anyone.
NNEREN® has finalized an agreement with CoreLogic to provide NNEREN’s® data to the CoreLogic Partner InfoNet program.  The program is intended to provide revenue sharing to NNEREN®, utilize CoreLogic resources to protect NNEREN data from unauthorized use, and hopefully will facilitate the offer approval process by financial institutions.

The Data Co-op agreement has also been finalized.  This program will allow NNEREN® to share listing data with other MLSs.  A uniform format is provided for all sharing MLSs; NNEREN® will retain control over MLS partners and levels of sharing.  The Data Co-op framework will also provide NNEREN® users with new search and display options into the NNEREN® database.

Andy Werry attended the recent Clareity MLS Workshop and reported on topics of interest, including new data quality Initiatives, the departure of Google as a 3rd party destination site for listings from MLSs & brokers and the impact of intellectual property infringement suits on innovation.

MarketLinx is making some modifications to the preliminary version of the listing maintenance form for input of selling side comp transactions.  It will be reviewed by the NNEREN’s® Forms Committee prior to release.

Previsite virtual tour picture quality was discussed.  High resolution images are being uploaded to Previsite, and server improvements should help Previsite tours render more quickly.
It was noted that many users are not completing the high speed internet options such as “DSL” and “Cable Internet” check boxes in the “Interior Features” section of coded features for residential properties. This is useful information as some areas have limited service – an important factor to some purchasers.
